	Multiple student art examples will show the breadth of student artistic responses possible, while still satisfying the target learnings and assessment criteria. Often students with less experience in making art will succeed in fulfilling the lesson criteria, even though their artistic responses may appear less mature. Student response should  not resemble the art or performance referenced, even though they share common concepts.
Transfers ink evenly to paper using printing techniques
	Student performance examples are entered IF the student performance can be captured in a still frame. Vocal criteria cannot be captured in an image.

Identifies beginning, middle and end as key events and actions in dance.

	Instructional Strategies

	Instructional Strategies give a play-by-play of the interaction between teacher and students. Bolded phrases can help the teacher to scan the lesson, and to glance down at the lesson to know what to do next. Prompts are included to reflect direct statements or questions to guide student learning. Embedded Assessments are inserted so that assessments are a natural part of teaching and indicate points at which either the teacher or the student takes charge of reviewing their progress thus far.
